In her newest solo show, “I Call Shenanigans”, Dana

tackles the subjects of religion, politics, family and other sensitive issues with her sardonic humor and engaging honesty.

Every July (since 2003)

she creates one new painting per day in response to the daily news—capturing each day of the month in a total of 31 unique

paintings.
